The Presentation of the Lord, celebrated 40 days 
after Christmas (Feb 2nd), commemorates Mary 

and Joseph bringing the infant Jesus to the 
Jerusalem Temple to fulfill Jewish law for firstborn 
sons, marking Jesus as dedicated to God. In the 
Temple, the devout Simeon recognized Jesus as 
the Messiah, prophesying he'd be "a light to the 
Gentiles," while the prophetess Anna also hailed 

Him as the Redeemer, symbolizing Christ's mission 
and fulfilling promises as the world's savior, 

leading to traditions like Candlemas (blessing 
candles).
